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‘matter of life or death; and its fossession and use on fair
terms is o matter most intimately connected with the welfare
and prosperity of the country ; for while fair terms or a fair
rent would stimulate the industry of the farmer, and develops
all hia energies in the improvenient of the oil, unfair_terms,
or a rack rent, would paraliso his industry, and depeivo him
of all energy and of all hops (hear, bear). ~ Therefore, o8 &a-
ciety has tho despest interest in its own prosperity, and as
that prospority can alons be accomplished or preserved by
the pusition in which the tiller of the soil is placed, it is not
only not unrcasonable, but it is cssential, that soclety should
interfere, and decide’by a fair and impartial tribunal this nost
important question of rent—that which the landlord ought
to damand, and that which the tenant ought to pay (cheers):
Tt should be the firt care of the legislatare to provide for the
social well-belng of the poople, for they ure the baso of the
social edifice and if tho bass be not broad, sud deop, aud
atrang, the whole superstructuro that rises from i, rans after
vank, and_grade after grade, oven (o its culminating pointy
must be shaky atd insscure, and will certainly topple aud
£all at the first ruds shock (chesrs). As they are, the peo-
ple of Treland, the toiling masses of this country, form no se-
cure foundation upon which avy great or mighty institution
or interest may safely reposo; they aro down:trodden and
debased, while they should be independent and self-respect-
ing—tlity aro serfs and bondsmon, when they sbould be
stirdy and prosperoas yeomen, the strecgth of the nation, and
thie bulwark of its liberties (cleers). , it ¥ the means of
aell-depondenco—it is to sfford them the opportanity of
taking their destined place in the social scale, that we de-
mand the direat interference of the legislature, which we ask
%o stand between the people and the monster evil of rack-
renting oppression. (cheers). The logislature intorferes in va-
ious ways with the Tights sud with the property of the sub-
ject, and does 50 in the mast arbitrary manuer without any-
thing liko the justification of that necessity which plcad as o
rouson for the intarference which we solicit ; and if it inter-
fora in matlers of minor importance, surely it ought to inter-
ina case which, without the slightest exaggeration, is
one of life and death (chieers). Valuation of rents, then, ia
essential, by whatever means arrived al, whether by the as-
sont of the proprietors, or by theact of the legislature. In
the south, rack rents have reduced the tenant-farmerto the
Towest, stato of social degradation, 18 this wonderful ? 17
rack rents have struck a blow at the prosperity of tho north,
5 it to be wondered at that they have prostrated tha ferble
spiritof the south? Some seven years ago Lord Devon and
his fellow-commissioners paid on unwilling tribute to
the value and importance of tenant-right, which, however,
was rather too much for their aristocratic stamachs
(laugbter), and they wers compelled to ‘declare that
in thos whers it existid o marked im-
provement wss manifest over thoss places Where it did
Dot exist. Well, what is your case now? Yousay that
J rents have oot only diminished the value of, but almost
‘snaihilated your property in, this tenant-right, which was the
peculiar pride of your province, aod tho mainstay of your
prosperity (cbeers). You say that the landlords of the north
Bavs so twisted the screw ss to raiss the rents of your farms
20 such & point that your intorest, which boforo was of the ut-
‘most valus, has now become almost  fiction and a mockery
(bear, bear). Now if you feel the force of this enormous
evil 50 keexly in the north, how must it be felt by your bre-
thren of the south, who bavé no protection, no right, no pri-
‘ilege made sacred by custont and consecrated by tradition,
but who Jie helpless, and at the mercy of the lords of
the soil (hear, hear)? 1 say, it s well for the universal
cause of oppressed industry that the blow has been struck at
those who canzot tamely best the blow (cheers), for a com-
mon uffering begets & kindred sympathy ; and & sympathy
onco established between the north sud the south, union ful-
and ultimate euccess i inevitabls (cheers). You are
‘merely handeuffed in tbe orth, whils the peopls of tho south
are manacled and in bondage; but, with the help of God,
and by the majestic force of a holy union, oppressed humnnity
and fottered industry will burst choin and bondage, and
stand freo and iudependent in the sight of man and beaven
(lond s0d protracted cheering). Anotber important quastion
with vespet to the improvements which the tenant mukes
in the soil, and which we ong to the tenant in Tight
and iu oquity, and which ought to be recogaised os belonging
%0 him by Iaw (hear, hear). By whom are improvements
‘made in Ireland ? 1s it by the kid-gloved aristocrat, or by
the horny-palmed peasant (hear, hear)?  Suraly by the
“Jatter. He digs, and he plougbs, sad he reclaims, and bo
‘bnilds—be alone enriches the soil by bis labour, and adds to
its valus by his capital. As sure as God has created nan, 50
urely has the lrish tenant. created what are known as the
improvements of, and on, the soil (cheers). Being Lis crea-
tion, who bas & right to their enjoyment or to their disposal ?
Ia it the landlord, who never tarnid  sod or aid & atone, or
P o tailed and whoswested, wh
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‘e onght to possess the right of selling them to the best bid-
der and in the best mazket, witbout et or hindrance, 50 that
e sell them to a solvent purchaser, and not in opposition to
the real interest of the landlord (hear, hear). Then unotber
point is, that the tenant should enjoy undisturbed possossi
of the land so long as he paid the rent which an impartial
tribunal would say was a fair and equitable rent. All that
a0y man can do 15 to fulfl his contract ; and if the tenant
Bonestly do that which be covenants to do—ramely, to pay
the landlord a fair and equitable rent—surely no human
power ought to disturb him in his possession, or, in other
words, to tear him from the means of honest livelihood—to
brand destitation on his brow—to burl n outeast
from the pale of society, and to drive him into the wi
of hopeless and irredeemable_beggary (cheers). Now, put

m"i“r‘:- e M. Koamey, 0.C., came forward to move the
paxt resolution, and was loudly chédred. ~ All were agroad,
ho said, that the present relutions botween landlord and ten-
ant srere most, unsatisfactory. Thera was an universal im-
ression abroad thnt tho public interests demanded, and conld
Dot by rofused, a speedy sottlement of the laud question.  As
might bo expected, whero so many took council togother
there was a great variety ¢f opluion with regard to the true
remetly for the evils universally admitted to” prevail in the
presont relationa botween the owners and the ocoupiers of the
soil. However, all condemned and wished for thie abolition
of that unjust principle, the monster evil of the presunt
system, which claimea for the owners of the soil the im-
provements made by the industry, skill, and outlay of the
oceupior. It mot only ou‘raced justice, but was highly im-
politic, for it acted as a complate bar to all improvement. Tt
was complained that the houses of the farmors and pogsuntey
of Ireland were not, distinguished for that neatness aud com-
fort, which marked the abodes of the same classes of poople
in other and more favoured countries, Tbe land wao said
be indifferently cultivated, and we were taunted with the
almost total absence of the application of the principtes of
science to opricultare in this country. T injustico und un-
reasonablaness of such complainte would be at once apparenty
when it was remembered that every house, every office, overy
fence, and every drain, made on the Jand by the indusiry
and eapital of tho ocoupier, was no sooper complatd than
it passed once and for ever in Jaw out” of bis hands and
went to enrich a_ man who had_never expended a ehilling in
ita production (bear, hear). He (the rev. speaker) hold
that overy man was in equity entited to the fruits of bis in-
dustry,and that the person whoappropriated them witbout Lis
will ‘shd consent, was ns_much a thief and a robber, 83
if ho had put his hund into his pocket and abstracted
gold and silver of the same value (bear, hear, and cheer).
Tho rev. gentleman then referred tu the attempta of the
government, at legidation on this eubject, Ho chnrac-
larized the proposed teosnteright bill of Sir Willium
‘Somervills, as one constructed with such singular sidll as to
have no other possible practical result than that of tolling the
tenant that bo was eatitled in justice, in right, and in law,
to the improvementa which he ffected on the sail, and at the
ssme time by viclous countoracting principles, -and by
the working of  cumbrous and complicated machinery, rob-
bing him for ever of thoss improvements (cheors). The
tenants through the length and breadth of the land had de-
‘nounesd that proposed bilk of Sir Wi, Somerville; they had
declared it nothing mose nor less than an offensi
of thelr wants, and, like sensible men, after. makng that de-
claration, they alled togotber their friends from oll parts of
the country—east, west, north, and south—to deliberate un 8
question that so interested the country, and upon which their
own fature happiness and greatness as » nation so entirely
and closely depended (hear, and cheere). After conferring
together they ugreed on forming a League in Dublin; und
although that Leagus seomed t firs sight to bo composed of
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Lo poople and tbo friends of the cause did not, guard ageinst | pacticdlarly nervous man, sad,

thern, the movement would be in danger of being impeded or
pumalized (loud cheers). He remembered, in 1853, when the
Htho agitation was at its height, ‘aud passive rosistance had
teen resorted to, that the sheep of a respectable gentleman
in Kilkenny were driven from town to town to bo sold for the
{ithe, but 1o one could be found tobid for them, The penca
‘kept, vo law was violated, aud the consequence was
that the tithe sontecharge was s00n ufterwards taken from its
handed over to the landlords (hesr, hear).
A similar result might happen ere long with raspect to ths
Jand of Ireland, It should bo distinctly undarstood, however,
that this agitation was not directed against the interests of
the landlords.  On the contrary, the otjects which they hiad
in viow would benefit the landlord ay well as tha tenant; but
the welfure and prosperity of the farmer and the lobourer
was of course thoir first care. The quostion had been truly
anid to be oae of life and death to the poople, and the struggls
onco commenced would never e baudoned witil they bud
achisved success (cheats). After some further obsurvations,
the rev. gentloman resumed his seat,

Mr. Godkin, editor of the Derry Standard, was called on
to spenk to the resolution, He gaid—I have come lvm
Londonderry at the xequest of the committes to assist in this
areat county demonstration. ‘The people of Derry had not
forgotten their celebrated motto, “No surrender;” but the
Durry Standard bad adopted it as the motto of tonent-right
(chgers). L can assuro M. Maguire and the other talonied
and respected gentlemen from the south, that though Desry
ia far in the black north, if they come there their reception
will be no less warm than it is hers to-day (cheers). On my
way hiere I had-a long conversation on the principles of tho
Leigue with a Jundlord of your county, u very enlightened
and liberal man, and I am told o good landlord. Ho was
for the reform of all abuses in the Jand system, and be ail-
‘mitted there were many ; he would sepeal il bad taws which
pressed unjustly on the tenants; bu ha insisted that thera
should be free trade in every thing, und in land particularly—
things would find their level; but for the tenarits, law could
do]littls or nothing ; and, as for the League, it was ultogstber
evil, organised for robbery, and unsettling the minds of the
peopls by agitation, which is always peruicious, If an en-
lightened reformer s thus hostile to the Leaguo, and preju
diced sgaidist it, we may judge of the fealings of the loss li-
beral portion of his class (hear, hear). Thera is among them
& great horror of agitation, as a thing productive only of evil.
Bat, 1 ask, what reform was ever obtained without ogita-
tion'# Tt i necessary to social progress. * We advance by
confliot—eonflict of intellect—of moral power—of truth, an
the forcs of right and wrong.” By agitation, after the fashion
of the times, the Stuarts were bunished from England, and
ihe conatifutivn established. By sgitation the tust
and corporation aots wee vepealed, aud Protestant Dis-
senters admitted into pstliament (lear, hear, wnd cliesrs).
By agitation, organised and systematically parsued'for many
years, by  groat man now 0o more, tho Catholic emancipa-
tion was carried. By ngitation, fostored to the verge of in-
surection by some of those now in office, the roform in parlia-
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and Presbyterian ministers, professional men of all kinis,
editors of newspapers, Young and Old Irelanders—in a word,
cmbracing men representing every creed in_politics aud reli-
gion, it ws wondrously unanimous all tho while on the great
question of tenant-right (hear, and cheers). This Teyant-
gue declared on the partof f f Treland,
that what they required demanded no great statecraft—tly
simply required the right, and thoy wanted the law to pro-
tect that 1ight, of an Irighman living upon bis nutive soil,
il the Lord who made him thought propsr to remove liim
from it (hesr, hear, and cheers). Whatever might be suid
or thought of the justics or_reasonabloness of tho demands
of the League, they had at least this advantage, that they
were plain and intelligible, and required no very expen-
sive machinery to give them effect (cries of hear, hear).
Their first demand—porpetuity of tenure—had Dot met with
a fayourable reception from the andlords (hear). Their so-
cond demand, ho regretied to say, bad been equally unfu-
vourably recelvod—he moant compulsory valuation, forcing.
the landlord to lst bis Jand st what it was traly wortl, and
proventing him for ever and a day from recovering more.
“Was. anything like this ever beard of?" exclaimed the
landlord; “ thess thievish Leaguers have 1o consciencs—
only think of their andacity, coming forward and demanding
from us in plain English the surrender of our rights of pro-
perty” (laughter), Now he thought that tho man who was
offered its fall value for whatever marketablo thing be had
to dispose of bud very little cause for passion or
displeseurs (bear, henr).  The landlord, however, consi-
dered that the value of every article was to bo estimated by
what it brought in the public market by the competition of
buyers, and he complained that, according to the princi-
ples of the League, he would be prevented from taking his
Jand into the market at all, but would be obliged to sot it as
they pleased. His reply to that was, that the principle of
competition vwhen applied to land in this country wus untrue,
aud had been abandoned by the landlors themselves as [
(hear, bear). ‘The landlord did not let his land on the prin-
ciple of competition, but accurding to  valuation made by
some one selected by himself (crics of hear, hea). Every
one kuew that this country, without trde, without com-
merce, or manufactures, offered no other field for the
emplogment of labour but tho soil itself; and ‘hence,
Le who failed in gaining possessicn of & piece of
Tand was doomed to & lingering starvatiun, or, the next mos
desirable thing, & lingerinyg exile from his kindred and kind
within the walis of the poorhouse (hesr, and cheers). Thus
it was that the landlords bad in their own hands the only
commodity upon which labuur conld be expended, and, like

all these things together—a fair vah y
i5 an equitable rent—a legal right to the property in improve-
‘ments of one's own creation—and @ possession sacure Bgainst
unjust distarbance—ana I assert that, instead of rendering
the tenant idle, worthless, profligate, or & spendthrift, they
would make him industrious, well-conducted, frugal, und en-
terprising; for they would farnish him with every incentive
for the exercise and display of the finest qualities of man's
natare—and man's best impulses uot only influence him t>
act for his own individual good, but for the benefi of saciety,
of which he forms & part (bear, heur). Lord Clarendon and
Tord Clarendun's supporters compliment the country upon its
prosperity, and proclaim that it bas passed the turning
point. 1 deny, and you deny, that Ircland can have passed
the turning point, until the land question—ywhich is the ques-
tion in un almost purely agrifialturel country—is first seitle
on principles of justice and equity (cheers). Bat once settle
that question, and then not. only ehall we have passed. the
Anroing point, but we shall have turned over & new and a
‘drighter page in our Gocial history (hear, hear) 5 for
once jmpart trus prosperity to our agriculiure, by de-
velopiog the mobls energies of & generous people, and
soon eve nd aod every village will become
‘sceno of reviviog industry, and branches of manufacture,
arious causes have crushed to the earfl, will begin
10 vase their heads once morein the country, and will flourish
iina redeemed and & regenerated land (L-hatru%. Prosperous
agriculture and resuscitated manafacture will flourish like
win sisters, and bless the country which they digaify
and adorn (cheers). But much remains to be done befora
these things can be brought about. We have s long and a
severe struggle bofora ua ; butwe have a glorious object for
which to contend (hear, hear), ‘The brant of the buttle must
be fought in Irelaud, through the franchise, and on the hust-
ings (cheers) ; for, in order to conquer on the floor of the
House of Commons, we must first, conquer in the boroughs
andin the counties of Treland (cheers), There is one thing
which you must do, or all that you have done, aud are about
10 do, i nothing better than an idle, empty farce, and that
is, to return as your representatives to parliament men who
repesant your feclings, and honestly support your
cause (cheers).

Send men of this stamp into
‘parliament, animated by your spirit and sustained by your
energy, and be assured that you must succeed In extorting
justice from any government that wielda the deatinies of this
‘Tighty empire (cheers).
